SIMPLE INSTRUCTIONS TO TEST DRIVE and START A HERITAGE MAKERS PROJECT

 

1. Go to my website at www.bindyourstories.com .  Click on  “Test Drive our publishing process” located in the lower right hand corner of the screen. 
2. Select “Click Here to begin”. 
3. This is what the screen looks like when you begin a new project

-
Enter a name for your project (this name does not show up on your book, it is only for your reference) 

-
Enter the text you would like to appear on the spine of your book. 

-
Select "Continue"

-
Choose the font you would like in your project.    You can change the font later too. 

-
Select "Continue"

4.
Now you are located in Publisher, the area of your project where you will upload your photos and text.   First, select which layout you would like and then click to place photos or click to place text.   Before you can upload your photos it is necessary to create a photo album.   There is no limit to the number of photos you can store or the number of folders you can create.  What a great way to keep your photos safe from computer crashes and other disasters!   For the purpose of the test drive, the system already has photo albums for you to use.  When you receive your permanent publisher account, I will give you instructions on how to create a photo album.

5.
To place your photos, click on the photo box that says, "click to place image".   This will bring up the editing page.   Select the photo album from the drop down list in the lower right hand corner and choose which photo you'd like to place.    (*Hint: it works best to choose a photo that is the same shape as the space in which you are placing the photo.   If the photo is a different shape, be prepared to crop your photo to make it fit). 

6. The dotted box in the editing window needs to surround the area in your photo that you would like to have on your page.   You can drag the corners of the box to be larger or smaller.   

-
If the box is green , the size is ideal and will print well. 

-
A yellow box indicates that the photo will print will print a fair quality. 

-
A red box indicates the photo will print poorly. 

The color of the box will change as you drag the corners bigger or smaller.   You can click the middle of the box and drag it around where you want it, then select "crop". 

7. The tabs on the right side of the screen will allow you to rotate, adjust the color, or even add a simple border to your photo. 

8. When you are finished editing your photo, click "save image to project". 

9. If you have chosen a layout that includes text, select "click to edit text".   This will bring up a web-form box where you can begin typing or you can copy and past your story from a Word document.   Note the recommended text length in each area of text editor.   In the text editor you can:

-
Spell check

-
Paste from Word

-
Left align, center, or right align text

-
Indent or outdent

-
Insert symbols

-
Insert a numbered list or bullet list

After editing text make sure to preview your page to ensure that your text isn't too long or that words run into the border or off the page.   

10. In Publisher, you can change your layout, change the border (background), upload text and photos, jump from page to page, preview your pages or your entire project, edit spine, change the font or purchase your project.    If you get stuck in any portion of the publishing process, simply click on the "Help and Tutorials" button at the top of the page and click on the topic you need help with.   

11. When you are completely finished editing make sure to "Preview Project" before you purchase.  This gives you the opportunity to review your entire project and check for any errors.  Make sure that all of your photos and text are showing inside the red guidelines. Another great feature of the website is online storybook guides.   These guides are designed to help you create the perfect book from start to finish.    You will be able to access the guides once you have your own Publisher Account.
